being analyzed in the doctoral dissertation, how and why.

The time of registration at the Promotionszentrum is individual for every doctoral
candidate and therefore the lengths of the individual sections of the exposé depend on
the current status of your work. For the assessment of the exposeé, it is particularly
important that it is recognizable that you have dealt intensively with the current state
of research / knowledge and that you have have elaborated your research gap together
with a specific research question and the methodology you want to use to investigate
/ answer it.

Topic
Introduce the topic of the doctoral project by briefly outlining the general conditions of
the research project and clarifying which academic disciplines are required. Briefly
explain why the research project is needed. Based upon this, name your proposed
topic.

Relation to the programmatic framework of the Promotionszentrum DigiTech

In this section, you describe how your topic fits into the overarching context of the
Promotionszentrum DigiTech. Here you show how the project supports or
complements the programmatic objectives and priorities.

Programmatic: The Promotionszentrum ,Digital Technologies and their Application
(DigiTech)” focuses on the megatrends pertaining to the digitalization of processes,
products and services as well as their application in society, the economy and the
environment. The research spectrum of the Promotionszentrum is characterized by
interdisciplinarity. Its intention is to contribute to solving social, economic and
ecological problems through digital technologies.

Specific problem and research question

Elaborate why the current solution approaches in research are not sufficient. Derive a
main research question and any subordinate questions from this problem. The main
research question is the central question that your doctoral dissertation should answer.
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Approach and methods
In this section you work out your approach and the methods that are required to answer
your research question. Here are some examples:

e Will you work with hypotheses? Explain why or why not. What assumptions are

your hypotheses based on?
e How and for what reason are data collected? (case studies / experiments, ...)
¢ Which methods will be used to analyze the data? (qualitative / quantitative)

Data protection and ethical issues
In this section, please address if data protection or ethical aspects need to be
considered in connection with your research project.

Work and time schedule

Organize your dissertation into individual work packages and explain when you plan
to complete them. In the case of a publication-based dissertation, you may specify
milestones by which dissertation-relevant scientific articles are to be submitted for
publication. This can be set out in a project management plan or in a table, for example.
If you have already completed relevant work for the doctorate, extend the timetable
accordingly, starting in the past. The timetable should cover between 3 and 5 years.
